Periodically, we remind you of the need and benefits of CTPAT. D. Hauser, Inc has been an active participant since its’ inception, however, to fully appreciate the benefits that CTPAT provides, you must be accredited and insure the other participants in your supply chain do so also.

Whether you choose to join CTPAT is your decision. However, it is imperative that you assure that the integrity of your imported cargo is maintained. Customs requires that all inbound containers to the United States are sealed with container seals that meet, or exceed PAS ISO 17712 standards. The integrity of these seals should be verified to assure that tampering has not occurred. Any evidence of tampering should be reported to CBP (Customs and Border Protection) officials immediately.

In addition, you should insure that when you receive cargo, it is properly checked for tampering, shortages, overages; and that the proper cargo, as ordered, is received. All discrepancies should be reported to us immediately, so that we may advise the proper officials.
